Attachment No. III to the Rules and Regulations of the Contest ACADEMY OF SKILLS at the University of Lower Silesia (Fourth Edition) – List of Eligible and Non-eligible Costs
The purpose of developing and detailing the eligibility of costs is to make it easier for Applicants to develop a cost plan for their projects, to account for the received funding, and to improve the monitoring of projects at different stages of assessment ensuring efficient and effective management of public funds, ensuring equal access to financial resources by creating a uniform and transparent rules for eligibility of costs.
Eligible costs are:
· costs incurred during the project implementation period, according to the budget approved in the application and correctly documented (correctly issued invoice or fiscal receipt, including data of the Organizer of the competition),

· remuneration costs for people who are not involved in the project implementation but are only commissioned workers for the project (contract of mandate or contract for specific work),

· purchase of equipment and apparatus necessary for the implementation of the project,

· purchase of educational materials (games, specialist literature)

· cost of consumables (office and stationery supplies, etc.)

· external services - consulting services, transport services, expert or research services

· costs of publishing monographs

· costs of participation in events in which the beneficiary actively participates, e.g., as a speaker, etc.,

· costs of certified training/courses increasing qualifications or competences,

· costs of training related to the use of purchased equipment, hardware, or software strictly related to the project implementation,

· costs of project promotion (banners, posters including designs, printing, or other considered individually),
· postal and courier services, stamp duty, permits,

· printing and photocopying services.

Non-eligible costs are considered to be:

· costs incurred outside the project implementation period,

· undocumented or improperly documented costs,

· Value Added Tax (VAT), which can be recovered according to the law,

· remuneration for the Applicant/Project implementer,

· costs related to exchange rate differences,

· fines, penalties, financial penalties, fees, and penal interest,

· delegations, transport costs for training/learning courses/services for the project implementer and the beneficiaries,

· accommodation costs,

· costs incurred outside the European Union.
